Distribution of the permanent population by gender and settlement type

Definitions and methodology

Permanent population – the population which on the census moment permanently resides on a given territory including temporary absent persons.
Temporary absent persons – persons who permanently live in a given settlement but at the census moment are beyond its borders if the term of their absence does not exceed 12 months.

Urban and rural population. To urban population are attributed persons who live in urban settlements, to rural – persons who live in rural areas

Urban settlements – settlements that are approved by legislative acts as cities/towns and urban type settlements. All other settlements – rural.
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
